Mornings

11.30am from the side gate, adjacent to the main 
school entrance. 
Afternoons 
Afternoon Nursery children enter via the side gate 
adjacent to the main gate between 12.30pm-
12.45pm. Collection is from 3.20pm from the 
main Nursery doors (enter through the main 
school entrance gate).

Supporting your child at home 
Please support your child’s development and 
independence by: 

✓ encouraging them to be as independent as 
possible at home, to get dressed by 
themselves and attempt to put on their own 
coats. Help them to begin to fasten these eg 
allowing them to pull the zip up. 

✓ having fun sharing lots of stories and singing 
lots of songs together. 

✓ looking out for different shapes in the 
environment and practise counting objects, 
such as toys. 

✓ talking about what we see and hear all 
around us as they walk or travel to and from 
school or are out and about in Bulwell or 
further afield.  

✓ talking about and encouraging healthy 
eating.

We 
also ask for all children to bring a named water 
bottle every day. We are a healthy school so only 
water and no juices or squash.
