Year 1 and 2 are expected to go round to the
side playground to line up and they will be
greeted by their teachers.

Reception children are to go to their classroom
doors where the teachers will be waiting to
greet them.

It is important to be on time. Persistent late-
ness has a significant detrimental effect on
children's learning and the start to their day.
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Fridays (Reading Morning) - Gates will open
at 8:30am, please feel free to go and read with
your child in their classroom.

Please note—if you are not taking part in reading
morning, you are to take your child to their usual
drop-off points in the morning, do not leave
them unattended in the classroom.
